Questions to Think Through

· How Is God leading you to develop a vision for church planting?

· First Step – Cultivate you Heart

· All ministry flows out of a life with God.  If life with God is poor, than your ministry will be poor. 
· Fasting

· Scripture – be in the word

· Sharing the Gospel 

· What insecurities, fears, or sins do you need to bring to God before planting a church?

Satan is out to destroy us – any of these things can be ammunition for him.  

· What is your motivation for planting a church?

· Second Step - Discern God’s calling (his calling for right now)
· What are some core theological principles that govern your vision

   example: that people are lost without Jesus 

· is my life going in the direction of God’s call or my call?  - an indicator might be if we are doing things we don’t really want to do 

· What is the Gospel?  What is Good News?

· What are the steps you’ve taken to discover your calling?

· Based on your life situation, your gifts, and passions, what is the calling that God has placed on your heart?

· What are you doing now to live out your calling?

· Third Step - Mobilize people to pray with you
· birth prayer out of prayer 

· In what ways will you make prayer a high priority?

· Fourth Step - Birth Vision out of Prayer
· picture a multiplying movement 

· Where are you going?

· Vision is the preferable future God wants to create through you. 

· start micro and think macro

· you need to see the end result of your ministry – have an goal

· If God really had His way what is the ultimate vision you would have?

· In what ways does this vision encourage and/or challenge your faith?

· In what ways does this vision motivate other people into action?

· How does your vision glorify God?

· Fifth Step – Dialogue with Others about Your Vision
· confirm your vision with others, to check its authenticity, relevancy and Christ centeredness 

· What confirmation have you received from others about your vision?

· How has your vision been sharpened the more you talk with others?

· In what ways have others taken ownership of the vision?
